Remote sensing relies on measurements of electromagnetic radiation to monitor the
earth and its environmental systems using satellites, aircraft, sensor networks and
Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAV’s). This emphasis allows students to get in-depth
knowledge on how remote sensing data are collected, processed, and used for a
multitude of applications. Remote sensing skills are increasingly sought after in a
variety of disciplines, and by many employers in environmental and intelligence fields.
